e Have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 based on a 4.0 scale on all college/university coursework completed prior to

admission.

e Meet requirements for general admission to college and be admitted to college.

e Submit completed Nursing and Health sciences application and submit transcripts of all prior college work.

e No history of felony convictions.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS:
